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Letters of Recommendation and Other Supporting Documents: Please note that you are required to obtain one (1) written
recommendation from your 4-H leader of choice (either your club organizational leader or a project leader - see the 4-H Leader
Recommendation Form). Remember to be sure and follow up to make sure they have submitted the appropriate
recommendation form/letter to the St. Joseph County MSU Extension Office by the Monday, April 29, 2024 deadline.

You are also required to submit a copy of your official 4-H Project Completion Record (available from the St. Joseph County MSU
Extension office) along with your completed application form, and submit a copy of your official high school/college transcript.

Scholarship Selection Committee: The 4-H Scholarship Selection Committee will include one (1) representative each from the 4-
H Youth Council and two (2) people from the community.

Required Interview Process: Applicant interviews will be conducted Saturday, May 11, 2024 starting at 9:00 a.m., at the St.
Joseph County MSU Extension Office in person or, if necessary, by Zoom. Interviews will be scheduled at 15-minute intervals on a
first-come, first-served basis. The MSU Extension Office will contact eligible applicants to set up an interview time.

Selection Process Results: All applicants will receive a letter following the interviews informing them of the results of the
selection process.
