Cloverbud Guidelines for Fair

Guidelines:

· Cloverbuds can participate in 4-H Cloverbud Classes (listed below) or in Youth Division Fair Classes (listed in fairbook).  They CANNOT participate in both.  Choose ONE: Youth or Cloverbud Classes
· Youth must be enrolled at the MSU Extension office as a 4-H Cloverbud and be between the ages of 5 to 8 years old as of January 1st, of the current year. 

· A Cloverbud Fair Entry form needs to be returned to the MSU Extension office by JUNE 23rd to participate in the 4-H Cloverbud Classes at the Clare County Fair. 

· Youth must have adult/teen supervision while exhibiting or handling their animal project(s).

· Youth will be recognized in a non-competitive fashion.  No premiums will be given.

· Animals can be housed at fair all week starting on Sunday or can be borrowed from siblings or other club members that are already participating at fair.  
· Animals not borrowed or housed for the week will need to be brought in the day of the show. Each animal brought in the day of the show must be checked in by the superintendent for that specie.  

· Cloverbud Home Arts projects will need to be brought to the H/A Building on Friday, July 31st 3-7pm.
· Cloverbud Animals will be shown on Thursday, August 6th at 3:00pm
· Cloverbud Horse members must wear ASTM-or SEI-approved helmets for all 4-H Cloverbud horse experiences. All animals brought to fair to be used for cloverbud class must have proper identification and movement paperwork(Coggins test for horse and scrapie tags for goat/sheep)
