Section O—Biology

e Resources must be sited at the end of your project.

Section P—Paleontology
e Any topic in relation to the study of fossils, dinosaurs, etc.
e Resources must be sited at the end of your project.

Section Q—Physics and Chemistry

e Any topic in relation to the study of matter and energy OR the study of the composition structure, etc. of
matter.

e Resources must be sited at the end of your project.
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
