If you love
working with horses and children, this could be for you!

Grand Equestrians Therapeutic Riding Program helps children with special needs through therapeutic
horseback riding, and there are volunteer opportunities available to help bring in horses on the day of classes,
grooming, tacking, and helping children get ready to ride.

Once the rider is mounted, up to three volunteers are needed per horse:

»  One or Two side walkers who walk alongside the horse and rider to offer support, and one person who
leads the horse.
