Youth who enroll in this project are members between the ages of 5 to 7 years old by January 1 of the current Fair year. They must enter the open youth classes when registering at the Oceana County Fair. They will sell at the same time that the 4-H Small Market animal members sell but will sell in the Junior Market Animal Auction. They are also required to complete all of the same requirements as the 4-Hers that have been set by the 4-H Small Market Animal Association. These requirements are: same number of informational meetings, accumulate the same number of nonclub points, submit an educational notebook, meet the same deadlines and provide an adult to assist at the auction. After meeting these requirements youth ages 5-7 may sell goats, feeders, rabbits, or poultry. Young beef is not an option for Junior Market as a youth must be at least 9 for this project. All youth ages 5-7 years old that have an animal on a lead must have an adult in close proximity in the show ring with them, for safety reasons. Adults may choose to help lead if necessary.  If there are any questions, you may call the MSU Extension office and speak with Jenni, Amber or Kathy. We have volunteered to assist the fair Board with this project since it will occur at the same time as our 4-H SMAA auction.
