7. Participate in the Oceana 4-H Section or Oceana Grangers Section Highway Pickup (participants must be 12 or older

and must have 1 adult present per child) or for those 11 and under participate in a Community Service activity (if one is

being held) at the same time by the club working the Highway Pickup.

Participate/Help at any Oceana 4-H Youth Council Activity.

9. Deliver an in-school classroom presentation of 4-H knowledge (call Jenni in advance to discuss what the teacher
needs to do to verify)

10. Represent 4-H at a community event (i.e.; a booth at Fireworks, Festivals, etc.) Must wear 4-H apparel & work with
Extension Staff or volunteers to promote 4 H

11. A Community Service Event (i.e. visiting seniors at the Senior Centers and doing crafts, playing games, reading with
them, etc.) If a leader wants to organize an event, they need to let the office know in advance so we can get the
information out to all small market kids, giving everyone an opportunity to participate.

12. Earn up to 1 point from Superintendents during Oceana County Fair

13. Earn up to 1 point from Extension Staff during Oceana County Fair

14. Fairgrounds Community Service Workbee (organized by your leader or the office and work minimum of 1 hour) 1%
workbee will be considered your 1 workbee point. Limit to 2 non-club points total.

15. Work with club to host a tractor or trailer at Tractors and Treats at the West Michigan Research Center in October. Or
with MSU Extension. Promoting 4-H in Oceana County.
