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e Record special messages on the computer, tablet, smartphone or
other electronic media for important events such as birthdays,
holidays or other special days the service member will miss.

on each link. Each day, remove a link in the chain and read the
memory on the paper to help count down the days until your
service member returns.

o Make a collage using photos of your service member and family
members. Hang it in a common area. During family time, talk
about the photos and favorite things about your service member.

e Make a scrapbook or memory book of events that take place while
your service member is gone. Small children can color or draw on
the pages.

e Encourage older children to keep a daily journal. Have them write
about the worst and best thing that happened each day.
