ENROLLMENT IN 4-H ONLINE REQUIRED BY MAY 1st  

REGISTRATION IN FAIR ENTRY REQUIRED BY JUNE 12th  
 

1. All exhibitor entries must be made online through the Fair Entry System between May 29th & and until June 12th at 11:59 
PM. Instructions will be sent to 4-H families via email, provided to leaders, and available at the MSU Extension office as soon 
as they are available. We recommend saving the registration record once completed (no printout of the registration is required 
at the MSU office.)  

2. There will be a late fee of $50 per exhibitor for 4-H Youth Show entries not submitted, or requested 
changes after the June 12th FairEntry deadline. As fair entry closes at 11:59pm on June 12th exhibitors must contact 4-
H staff for change requests.  If you wish to modify or add entries and pay the late fee you MUST request changes to be made 
by June 22nd. The late fee must be paid by July 13th, or the exhibitor will not be able to exhibit that project in the 4-H Youth 
Show.  If the exhibit is a market animal to be entered in the auction, the late fee must be paid to participate 
in the auction.  

a. Late Fees MUST be paid by cash or check (payable to Washtenaw County 4-H youth show) and submitted 
or mailed to MSU Extension office 705 N Zeeb rd PO box 8645 Ann arbor Mi 48107  

3.  For those who do not have internet access, online registrations may be completed at the MSU Extension office from May 29th 
until June 12th. Contact 4-H staff before the deadline to schedule an appointment at 734.997.1678 

4.  Superintendents will be able to make necessary changes between June 12th and June 26th.   
5. A $5 entry fee per exhibitor is required.   Payable to: Washtenaw County 4-H Youth Show and turned in by club to Youth Show 

Leader Meeting, scheduled for Monday, June 22nd at 6:30 p.m. 
6. Using the pen count sheet provided to each club, pen fees will be assessed. The total family pen fee will not exceed $50/family. 

Pen fees will be collected by club leaders, using one pen count sheet, and one check per club (recommended), and turned in 4-
H Youth Show Leader Meeting, scheduled for Monday, June 22nd at 6:30 p.m.

7. Team and group entries must be made in the name of one exhibitor.  
8. Club project entries forms must be made in the name of the club Administrative Leader (Herdsmanship, Club Booth, Club 

Educational Exhibit, etc.). 
9. Exhibits entered in classes 2000 and above, must be accompanied by an Exhibit Tag available on Saturday during set up and 

Sunday before judging. 
10. Do not pre-register for any championship, best of show classes or rate of gain classes; all eligible exhibitors will be considered. 
11. Horse project members must submit Horse/Pony project identification form and sponsorship by May 1st to the MSU Extension 

office. Registration for Horse/Pony fitting and showing and riding classes are required at the time of online 4-H Youth Show 
entry; by June 12th. 

12. Market livestock exhibitors (beef, feeder calves, sheep, swine, goats) must tag animals at winter or spring weigh in’s in order to 
exhibit market animals and sell in the auction.   

 

PREMIUM CHECKS 
1. Checks will be mailed to 4-H participants, after the 4-H Youth Show. 
2. On team or club entries, a single premium will be paid. A rating ribbon will be given to each person involved. 
3. Premium checks must be cashed within sixty (60) days of issue. 
4. Concerns or questions on premium checks and statements should be directed to the Washtenaw Farm Council Treasurer. 

Do not cash checks that you have questions on or you feel are incorrect. 
5. MSU Extension reserves the right to pro-rate premiums if expenditures based on premiums stated in this book exceed budget 

availability. 

EXHIBIT BUILDING DISPLAYS & ADVANCE REGISTRATION 
 

1. All Exhibits will be displayed by club groupings. Each club is responsible for their exhibit. At least one table will be provided to 
each club. The club is responsible for any decoration, peg board, bristol board, etc. No nails, screws or other damaging 
fasteners may be used on the tables. An independent exhibitor table will be provided to members not belonging to a club. 

2. Each exhibitor must pre-register. Each registered exhibitor will be assigned an Exhibitor Number. Exhibit tags are available from 
club leaders or the Extension Office. Clubs must also pre-register as explained above. 

3. Tables for club exhibits must be covered. 
4. Each club exhibit must have a poster(s) or similar that includes: club name, leader(s) name and member’s names, 

number of members exhibiting, and ages of members. Club booths should also have a clearly defined theme. 
5. See Class 2680 & 2681 for awards to be presented for club display.  

(See Department 71 for club display information) 
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GENERAL RULES AND REQUIREMENTS 

1. All rules and regulations are established by specific 4-H project committees with approval of the MSU Extension office. If there 
is an area which is not covered by any of the standing groups, rule establishment and interpretation will be handled by the MSU 
Extension office. 

2. In the event of any type of emergency on the Washtenaw Farm Council Grounds, the decision to continue, modify, or 
discontinue any activity will be made by the Washtenaw Farm Council on-site manager. 

3. All animal exhibitors and families will follow the animal health emergency plan.  
 
ELIGIBILITY 

1. The 4-H Youth Show Exhibitor Code of Conduct will be followed. 
2. Youth desiring to participate in the Washtenaw County 4-H Youth Show must have reached their 5th birthday by January 1st of 

the current year and not have exceeded the age of 19 by January 1st of the current year.  
a. 4-H’ers with disabilities may continue as 4-H’ers regardless of their upper age with special permission from their 

county 4-H staff. Michigan law stipulates that a student with a disability is entitled to continue in a special education 
program of service until the end of the school year in which he or she reaches age 26. 

b. Many classes have minimum age requirements and regulations. See specific classes and/or sections. 
3. The exhibitor’s age as of January 1 of this year will be used to determine entries in all classes which are based upon exhibitor’s 

age 
4. Youth 5 – 7 years of age may show only in classes designated as Cloverbud or age 5 – 7. 
5. No 4-H exhibits are allowed to be shown for premiums in the 4-H division at another county fair. 
6. All 4-H exhibits must be bona fide 4-H work completed since the last 4-H Youth Show and may have been judged for a ribbon 

award but not given a premium award at other 4-H events. 4-H Youth Show exhibits cannot be public school, private school, or 
home school projects, however, skills learned in these situations may be used to create a new project for the 4-H Youth Show.  
These projects may be created in school if done in a youth’s personal time. Exhibitors may not exhibit the same still project for 
more than one year, unless required on the project class. 

7. Each exhibit can be entered in only one premium class, unless otherwise specified. 
8. All awards must be presented or awarded unless project is disqualified or eliminated, or exhibitor is disqualified. 
9. Accommodations for youth with special needs; Parents of youth with special needs (medical, physical and/or mental health 

issues) should notify specific superintendent(s)and staff prior to the Youth Show (at weigh-in or as soon as possible) if their 
child may require any accommodations or considerations in order to participate in the 4-H Youth Show. Parents will also be 
given the opportunity to indicate in writing at registration if their child may require any accommodations or considerations. This 
is not an effort to garner special consideration in judging, but rather to advise the superintendent and judge of any possible 
behaviors or circumstances that may need to be addressed. The superintendent and parents can work together to 
communicate information regarding specific youth participants to youth show judges prior to the show or arrange for alternatives 
for showmanship or specific classes if deemed necessary (i.e. educational poster, record book, etc.) to assure a positive 4-H 
experience for the youth. 

JUDGING 
1. Interview style judging of exhibits in the Still Projects division (Building A projects) will take place the 1st Sunday of the event 

dates, July 19th, from 1:00 PM to 4:00 PM, judging will take place in Building B at designated stations. Signs will be posted. 
2. MSU Extension reserves the right to combine classes wherever entries are limited. 
3. Exhibitors may have only one (1) entry per class, unless otherwise specified. 
4. It is the responsibility of the exhibitor to be in the correct classes at the scheduled time. 
5. There will be individual judging for each exhibit. Judges decisions are final. Exhibitor must be present for judging of their 

exhibits unless other arrangements have been made with the Extension office. 
6. The Danish system of awarding premiums will be used, with “A”, “B”, & “C” ratings; an honor ribbon (purple) may be awarded. 

No premium is awarded for the purple ribbon. Only “A” rating exhibits are eligible to receive a purple honor ribbon. 
7. An exhibitor’s placing may be marked down at the judge’s discretion, cases where a parent/guarding/leader interferes with the 

judging process. If a parent etc. has a concern regarding a judge’s decision, he/she should consult with the superintendent or 
event manager.  

DISPLAYS - 
1. ALL EXHIBITS MUST BE HAULED IN AS LISTED BELOW, AND ON EXHIBIT BY THE LISTED TIMES:  

a. Horses: Sunday, 9AM – 4PM (Protégé & Walk/Trot exhibitors may haul in starting at 8AM) 
b. Llamas: Sunday, 10AM – 12PM 
c. Cattle (Beef/Feeders): Sunday, 5 PM – 8 PM 
d. Dairy: Non-Milking – Sunday 5 PM-8 PM, Milking - Wednesday, 4PM – 4:30PM and Thursday, 7AM – 8:30AM 
e. Swine: Monday, 4 PM – 7PM *Terminal Show * 
f. Sheep: Monday, 1 PM – 4 PM 
g. Goat: Monday, 2 PM – 5 PM 
h. Poultry: Monday, 4 PM – 5:30 PM 
i. Rabbit: Monday, 5:30 PM – 7 PM 
j. ALL CLUB BOOTH EXHIBITS MUST BE COMPLETED BY 6:00 PM, Sunday  

2. All exhibits must remain on display, unless stated differently in the section rules (see Schedule of Activities for time).  
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3. All premiums and awards will be forfeited if exhibit does not remain on public display during the time prescribed. All exhibits are 
released only by the superintendent.  

4. Building A exhibits must remain until 8 AM Saturday Still projects will be released from 8 AM to 9 AM on Saturday. Still project 
club displays are to be taken down by 10 AM. 

5. For all animal exhibitors, the names of club members and animal identification signs, as well as any decorations, must remain in 
place until 8 AM Saturday, with the exception of rabbit and poultry decorations which must remain in place until 9 PM on Friday.  

6. Personal items in the barns such as tack boxes, fans, feed, etc. may be taken home on Friday after 9 PM or the end of 
gate cleaning whichever is later. 

7. All exhibits will be displayed by clubs in Exhibit Building A, non-4-H members (individuals) will exhibit on a designated 
independent display table in Exhibit Building A. 
  

Set Up: 
1. Youth exhibitors are to prepare exhibit areas along with superintendents, leaders, and parents. All rakes, forks, shovels, 

brooms, hammers, gates, hoses, etc. must be supplied by the exhibitor. 
2. Gates and grounds are closed ALL DAY FRIDAY for mandatory disinfecting. No bedding shall be placed prior to noon on 

Saturday 
3. Thursday before the 4-H Youth Show: 

• 5-9pm: Cattle, Sheep, Swine, Goats, llamas 
• 6-9 pm: Horses, Poultry and Rabbits   

4. Exhibit Building set-up for clubs or individuals 
• Saturday immediately before the 4-H Youth Show: 9:00 AM to 2:00 PM,  
• Sunday immediately before the 4-H Youth Show: 9:00 AM to 5:00 PM 

 
PARKING 

1. Trailer parking is limited. Each club will receive designated space near the barns, to be used as a club feed/tack trailer.  
2. Clubs/exhibitors wishing to bring trailers must submit the number and size of needed trailers on pen count form.  

a. Parking will be granted based on availability and first come first serve basis 
b. Late requests will be considered after all other requests have been fulfilled.  
c. Additional trailer parking is available in the field south of the fairgrounds 

3. Each trailer must have a visible sign indicating the owner’s name and club. 
4. All parking concerns must be voiced to the club leader NOT the parking superintendent.  

a. Exhibitors or parents/guardians should not approach the parking superintendent. Leaders must bring concerns to 
the parking superintendent. 

5. Trailer parking permits will only be issued to trailers. No parking permits will be used for motor homes, vehicles, or 
campers. Motor homes and campers should not be parked in trailer spaces. 

6. Vehicles must be parked in your assigned trailer spot or designated areas only. 
7. No parking between or next to barns/tents. 

 
OVERNIGHTS/CAMPING 

1. Overnight camping is not permitted in the barns. Adult volunteers are needed for 1 am barn checks, no youth permitted. 
2. Camping will be permitted at the discretion of Washtenaw Farm Council. Camping spaces and permits are managed by Farm 

Council.  
 

GROUNDS/GENERAL  
1. The WFC does not assume liability for any accidents, damages, or loss of exhibits or property. 
2. Absolutely no alcoholic beverages and/or illegal substances are allowed on the grounds at any time. Violators will be 

handled per 4-H policy. 
3. No dogs are allowed on the grounds except for the following: 

a. Those entered in 4-H dog show, in the show area, on show days ONLY. 
b. The champion of 4-H dog showmanship: This dog returns Friday to participate in Sweepstakes Showmanship. The 

sweepstakes dog need to be on the grounds by 5:00 PM for practice by other exhibitors and will also be allowed on 
the grounds at times designated by the superintendent or exhibitor. 

c. Service animals or service animals in training. 
d. Any other exceptions must have prior approval from superintendent  

4. No bikes or scooters are allowed on the grounds. Violators will be asked to leave. 
5. With the exception of Emergency vehicles, all vehicles should be in designated parking areas, outside event barriers, and clear 

of barns, buildings & show areas by 9:00 AM. Violators will be towed subject to discretion of Washtenaw Farm Council 
Grounds, at owners expense.  

6. No selling/soliciting by anyone unless prior approval given. 
7. Golf cart/ATV/Utility Vehicle usage on the Washtenaw Farm Council Grounds is restricted to AUTHORIZED PERSONNEL 

ONLY. Unauthorized individuals are not allowed to operate or ride on these vehicles. A permit to bring such vehicles onto the 
grounds shall be obtained from the Washtenaw Farm Council. A liability insurance binder must be presented with minimum 
coverage of $500,000. 
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ANIMAL DEPARTMENTS 
 

GENERAL REGULATIONS FOR LIVESTOCK & DAIRY,SMALL ANIMAL & EQUINE  
1. Beef, Sheep, Swine, Goat and Feeder animals to be shown as market animals must be weighed-in and/or tagged on the 

posted 4-H animal weigh-in dates. Contact MSUE/4-H office in January to confirm dates and tagging regulations. Tags cannot 
be switched on animals once they have been tagged. If your animal loses a tag prior to the 4-H Youth Show: 

a. First, call MSU Extension at 734-997-1678 to notify the office of the lost tag.  
b. Arrange to stop by the office to pick up a new tag for the animal, tagger (if needed) and a new tag verification sheet. 
c. Arrange with an unrelated species superintendent, and 4-H staff to re-tag the animal.  
d. Complete the new tag verification sheet, and make sure an adult sign as a witness. 
e. Return the new tag verification sheet (and tagger) to the MSU Extension office. 

2. All market species must have been tagged at Mandatory Spring Tag-in. Immediate families (siblings: brothers, sisters, 
stepbrothers, stepsisters,) can tag up to four animals per individual as a family, with declaration of animals at time of fair-entry 
online registration. In cases of severe injury or death an alternate animal may be used with permission of Livestock and Dairy 
executive board and superintendent. 

3. Initial decisions on infractions of livestock rules will be determined by the Superintendent. The Superintendent may then 
contact the 4-H staff for clarification, to set up meetings etc. the Livestock and Dairy Executive Committee or Small Animal 
Executive Committee (as appropriate to species) may be asked for interpretation on a decision and will communicate the 
results. A meeting with the MSU Extension office will be held if a formal complaint is filed. 

4. Horses and livestock are not allowed to enter other livestock barns unless approved by Superintendents. 
5. Exhibitors will be required to furnish grain, hay, stalls, bedding, and water for their own livestock throughout the week. 
6. All cattle are allowed to have water if it is in a bucket tied to the gate. All water buckets/water sources need to be secured. 

Feed pans and water buckets must be removed by 11:00 PM. 
7. Only class exhibitors, superintendents, and personnel authorized by the superintendent are to be in the ring during the show. 
8. Only exhibitors, family members and staff appointed gold level volunteers are permitted in the holding pen on the day of show 
9. Only junior livestock members, superintendents, and staff appointed gold level volunteers are permitted by the ribbon table 

during the show. 
10. Recommended feed times are between 8 AM – 9 AM and 6 PM – 7 PM 
11. Animals are not allowed out of stalls or pens from dusk to dawn with the exception of show/sale day in which animals 

need to be back in stalls/pens two hours after show completion or with superintendent approval. 
12. All washing, fitting and grooming of animals must be done in designated wash racks, and fitting/ grooming areas 
13. Exhibitors must show and sell their own animal. Exhibitors with more than 1 animal in the same weight class must have a 

current Washtenaw 4-H Youth Show Exhibitor or 4-H member to help or show the second animal. 
14.  Exhibitors with physical injuries who cannot show their animal must also have a current 4-H Youth Show Exhibitor or 4-H 

member to help or show the animal; in addition, the permission of the species superintendent is needed. Extenuating 
circumstances may appeal to the superintendent. 

15. All breeding animals, non-sale animals and horses will be released from the 4-H Youth Show on Friday at 9 PM or at the 
conclusion of show gate washing, whichever is later. Auction animals will be released at 6 AM on Saturday. If an auction 
animal is being picked up by the purchaser, it can be released starting at 8 PM Friday. 

16. No fans of any type are allowed in aisles or walkways. 
17. The use of any non-approved chemical or improper use of approved chemical is prohibited. Exhibitors of all animal entries are 

required to be in compliance with manufacturer’s pre-market withdrawal periods specified for any medications, drugs, 
pesticides, or feed additives administered. Any violations will lead to immediate and permanent disqualification from 4-H Youth 
Show participation. 
 

PEN REQUIREMENTS 

1. Livestock may be asked to haul-in/out day of their show at the discretion of superintendent and 4-H staff due to space 
limitations. 

2. In the event of animal housing problems at the show grounds, the final solution will be made, jointly, by the superintendents 
whose project areas are involved, in conjunction with MSU Extension office. 

3. Problem animals will be sent home if a superintendent or 4-H staff decides that this action will be necessary for the health 
and/or safety of other people and/or animals. If terminal species the animal will go straight to the processor. 

4. Exhibitors are to clean-up after their animal in its pen, in the aisle, on the wash rack, gate cleaning, after sweepstakes and in 
roads or driveways. 

5. Clubs will be assigned judging arena clean-up and set-up times and wash rack duties 
6. Pens need to be kept clean at all times to best of the exhibitor’s ability. If the pens are found dirty they will be tagged red by 

staff or superintendents and if not cleaned within 24 hours animals may be removed from the sale and asked to leave the 
grounds. Breeding stock may have premiums removed. 

7. Manure is to be removed from stalls and placed in designated bunkers. Do not pile in doorways. Acceptable bedding material 
is sawdust, and pine shavings. No wood chips. If straw is necessary, contact 4-H staff for permission. 
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Livestock Pen sizes  
1. Exhibitors of goats, sheep, llamas and swine provide their own pens. Beef and dairy exhibitors provide their own gates. Call 

superintendents with questions prior to set-up. 
2. Superintendents can adjust as necessary.

SHOWMANSHIP CONTESTS 

1. Showmanship is mandatory for all species. Exhibitors must be preregistered for their proper showmanship class. Exhibitors 
that fail to participate in showmanship class will not be permitted to show in any other classes for that species and will be 
unable to participate in the auction.  

a. Exhibitors must have a project animal registered to participate in their appropriate age group showmanship 
class. If an animal is NOT registered, the exhibitor will be removed from their age group showmanship class 
and will be entered into an exhibition showmanship class. Exhibition showmanship classes are not eligible for 
championships. 

2. An exhibitor age 8+ may not receive any assistance whatsoever while in the ring, except at show personnel discretion. Neither 
physical assistance nor communication (verbal or non-verbal) may be received by the exhibitor from within or outside the show 
ring. 

3. An exhibitor’s placing may be marked down at the judge’s discretion in cases where a parent/guardian/leader interferes with 
judging. 

4. Exhibitors are expected to groom (brush, wash, blow-out, etc.) their own animals. Exhibitors, immediate family, or current 
Washtenaw County 4-H exhibitors are the only ones permitted to trim, clip, groom or fit or otherwise prepare the exhibitors 
livestock project during Youth Show. Individuals other than those listed above will be prohibited. No Fitters, coaches, breeders 
or other professionals are allowed in barns, wash racks, or grooming areas the day of the show, and during the show (please 
see specific species for show day information). The above will be asked to remain in the stands until the conclusion of the 
show.  Any violation or infraction will cause disqualification of the exhibit (see Washtenaw County 4-H code of 
conduct) 

5. All washing, fitting and grooming of animals must be done in designated wash racks, and fitting/ grooming areas.  
6. Suggested clothing is collared shirts or blouses tucked in, clean jeans or slacks, and hard soled shoes. Hats are not 

recommended. See standard show guidelines and recommendations are available online. Please see species sections for 
specific requirements. 

7. Animals used for showmanship must also be exhibited in another regular class with the exception of cloverbud showmanship. 
a. Exhibition Showmanship – This class provides youth ages 8 and up with an opportunity to show an animal that may 

not otherwise have an experience to own and care for an animal on a regular basis. Additionally, this class provides an 
opportunity for youth who have had the experience of raising an animal, but the animal falls ill or passes way before 
the 4-H Youth Show. Emphasis of the class will be on judge’s feedback and youth experience, rather than placings. 
Youth must pre-register for this class by the 4-H Youth Show registration deadline and must have an agreement in 
place with the owner and exhibitor of the animal they intend to show prior to the 4-H Youth Show registration deadline. 
Write ins for this class will be accepted for properly registered youth signed up to show the same species, if their 
animal is unable to be exhibited at Youth Show after the registration deadline. Animals shown in this class must be 
properly registered animals of another properly registered exhibitor, being shown in another regular class at the Youth 
Show. 

i. Exhibition Showmanship participants are not eligible for Sweepstakes showmanship or Overall 
Showman class. 

b. Sweepstakes Showmanship – Senior division winners of beef, feeder calves, dairy, sheep, swine, horses, rabbit, 
poultry, dog, llama and goat divisions will participate in a sweepstakes showmanship Friday at 6:00 PM. Once an 
individual win’s sweepstakes showmanship, they cannot show in sweepstakes again. Proper dress and shoes (boots) 
is expected. See Sweepstakes section for details. 

c. Rate-of-Gain Contest – All market heifers, steers, market lambs, commercial lambs, feeder calves and market goats 
must have been weighed at the Spring Weigh-ins. Rate-of Gain will be determined by haul-in/show entry weight for 
market heifers, steers, market lambs, and market goats. 

d. Herdsmanship Contest – see Herdsmanship Section, in order to receive premiums, clubs must pre-register 
before the start of Youth Show.  

i. Participants: all clubs who meet attendance requirements in the area of dairy, goats, sheep, swine, beef, 
llama, horse barns (2), poultry and rabbits, are eligible if pre-registered. (See Herdsmanship section.) 

ii. Evaluation Procedure – inspections will be made several times by unannounced judges. Winners will be 
announced at the senior showmanship sweepstakes on Friday. 
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iii. In order to encourage barn cleanliness, all clubs exhibiting will be judged (only properly registered clubs will 
receive premiums.)

1. Cloverbuds age 5:  
a. May be involved with any animal experiences such as, but not limited to, beef, sheep, swine, goats, dairy, dairy feeder, 

poultry, dogs, cats, rabbits and cavies. Each 4-H Cloverbud must be directly assisted one-on-one by a parent, 
guardian or adult volunteer while the child is in contact with the animal.   

b. May be involved with equine on a halter and lead. Each 4-H Cloverbud must be directly accompanied one-on-one by a 
parent, guardian or adult volunteer who is on foot holding the animal’s halter or lead to maximize safety. For all 4-H 
Cloverbud horse experiences, Cloverbuds must wear helmets approved by the American Society for Testing and 
Materials (ASTM) or Safety Equipment Institute (SEI) certification and labeling. 

2. Cloverbuds age 6: 
a. May engage in the same activities listed as appropriate for a 5-year-old. 
b. May be involved with any animal experiences such as, but not limited to, beef, sheep, swine, goats, dairy, dairy feeder, 

poultry, dogs, cats, rabbits and cavies. Each 4-H Cloverbud must be directly assisted one-on-one as needed by a 
parent, guardian, adult volunteer or 4-H teen who is in close proximity while the child is in contact with the animal. 

c. May ride a horse unaccompanied but only at a walk. Adult volunteers should be in the ring with the Cloverbud at all 
times. 4-H Cloverbud members must wear ASTM or SEI-approved helmets for all 4-H Cloverbud horse experiences. 

3. Cloverbuds age 7: 
a. May engage in the same activities listed as appropriate for a 5- or 6-year-old. 
b. May be involved with any animal experiences such as, but not limited to, beef, sheep, swine, goats, dairy, dairy feeder, 

poultry, dogs, cats, rabbits and cavies. Parents, guardians, adult volunteers or 4-H teens should be in supporting roles 
in close proximity while the child is in contact with the animal. 

c. May be involved with an equine on a halter and lead, unaccompanied by an adult on the ground (for example, a 
showmanship type class). 

d. May participate in walk-trot events with adult volunteers in the ring at all times. 4-H Cloverbud members must wear 
ASTM- or SEI-approved helmets for all 4-H Cloverbud horse experiences. 

4. In order to show in Cloverbud showmanship, cloverbuds must complete and present their record book/workbook(s) on Sunday 
during still project judging. One record book per species is required. Please see QR code for Cloverbud Animal Record Book.

Mentor 

1. To be a Cloverbud mentor you must have at least one year experience in the specific project area. 
2. Mentors must be 12 years old or over as of January 1st of the current year.  
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MARKET LIVESTOCK AUCTION REGULATIONS 
1. All animals must be shown in their market class to be eligible to be sold. 
2. Animals placing first or second in market classes must compete in the championship class for their species (market beef, 

feeders, lambs and swine), unless division rules specify otherwise.  
3. To qualify for the market sale, the minimum weights listed in the appropriate animal departments will be required at the time of 

weigh-in at the 4-H Youth Show.  
4. Sale order will located on the Washtenaw County 4-H Youth Show page. See QR Code 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

5. Exhibitors may sell up to two species of large livestock-beef/feeder calves, (exhibitors can sell 2 feeders; OR 1 beef, and 1 
feeder, OR 2 beef. sheep, and swine and three species of small animals including rabbits, chickens, and turkeys in the live 
auction.  

6. Livestock exhibitors will prepare sale ring and holding pens Thursday afternoon at 2:30 PM of show week. 
7. A commission of the sale price with add ons of each animal will be charged from the youths check. Commission for livestock is 

3% and Small Animal sale is 3%.  
8. Photographs will be taken of each champion animal sold at the sale. Photos of all animals will be taken on Tuesday (Beef), 

Wednesday (Sheep, Swine), Thursday (Dairy, Market Goats and small animals). 
9. Donations to the Dairy Youth fund will be used as scholarships and premiums for dairy members.  
10. Grand and Reserve Grand Champion Eggs sell through the live auction. Exhibitor will receive either $50 for Grand Champion or 

$35 for Reserve Champion, the remaining balance will go into a country-wide Poultry Scholarship Fund. Subject to pro-rating if 
auction funds raised don’t cover expense. 

11. All market livestock must have an approved ear tag or identification from spring weigh-ins upon arrival on the grounds. This is to 
ensure accuracy in auction and market animal reports. 

12. Market animal exhibitors are not required to sell, BUT all Grand and Reserve Grand Champions must be auctioned. For other 
market livestock, exhibitors must notify in writing (signed by exhibitor and parent/guardian) the species superintendent within 
one hour after their species show they are withdrawing from the auction. (Unless terminal for species.) 

13. Any exhibitor who withdraws their animal from the auction is responsible for providing their own trucking to slaughter. If 
livestock and dairy appointed volunteer truckers haul the animal, the exhibitor will be responsible for a $15 trucking fee per 
head. Feeder pigs are exempt from $15 trucking fee per head. 

14. Animals will be sold in the order they appear in the sale catalog. If the exhibitor is not prepared to sell, another child will be 
appointed to sell the animal. All other species out of order for the sale will be moved to the end of the sale line.  

15. The exhibitor of any market animal that is removed from the fairgrounds, without approval of the superintendent, and after the 
auction deadline, will have premiums denied and will not be allowed to exhibit at the next year’s show. 

16. There will be no resale of market animals through the auction ring during the auction. Anyone wishing to donate a live market 
animal to a non-profit organization or individual must do so by designating on auction paperwork or re-selling it at a local 
livestock facility. Resale will be paid to the organization or individual of the buyer’s choice. All swine must be shipped to a 
terminal processor for individual consumption or to be donated to a participating charity.  

17. All rabbits and poultry sold for slaughter must be processed at the approved facility.

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CODE OF CONDUCT 
Michigan 4-H Code of Conduct  

The opportunity to participate in or attend 4-H activities is a privilege. All 4-H participants – youth, families, volunteers, and Extension 
staff – who participate in or attend any activity or event sponsored by the Michigan State University Extension 4-H Youth Development 
Program are expected to uphold the values of the Michigan 4-H program. 
 
All 4-H youth participants must conduct themselves according to the following standards that apply to all Michigan 4-H programs, 
including virtual programs, and interactions such as social media and internet engagement:  

1. Create a Welcoming Environment for All. Encourage everyone to fully participate in 4-H. Recognize that all people have skills 
and talents that can help others and improve the community. Though we will not always agree, we must disagree respectfully. 
When we disagree, try to understand why. Our first priority is to create a safe, inclusive space for learning, sharing and 
collaboration that is welcoming to people from diverse backgrounds, cultures, and perspectives. Diversity includes, but is not 
limited to race, color, national origin, gender, gender identity, religion, age, height, weight, disability, political beliefs, sexual 
orientation, marital status, family status or veteran status.  

2. Bring Your Best Self. Conduct yourself in a manner that reflects honesty, integrity, self-control, and self-direction. Accept the 
results and outcomes of 4-H activities and programs with grace and empathy for other participants. Accept the final opinions of 
judges and evaluators. Be open to new ideas, suggestions, and opinions of others.  

3. Obey the Law. Obey the laws of the locality, state and nation and Michigan State University and Extension policies and 
guidelines. Commit no illegal acts. Do not possess, offer to others, or use alcohol, illegal drugs, marijuana, or tobacco products, 
which include e-pens, e-pipes, e-hookah, e-cigars, JUULs, vapes, vape pens or other electronic nicotine delivery systems. Do 
not attend 4-H activities under the influence of alcohol or illegal substances. Do not possess or use weapons or firearms except 
as expressly permitted as part of supervised 4-H shooting sports programming. This includes dangerous or unauthorized 
materials such as explosives or similar items.  

4. Honor Diversity – Yours and Others’. Respect and uphold the rights and dignity of all persons with whom you interact as part of 
Michigan 4-H.  

5. Create a Safe Environment. Be kind and compassionate toward others. Be considerate and courteous of all persons and their 
property. Do not carelessly or intentionally harm or intimidate anyone in any way (verbally, mentally, physically, or emotionally). 
Do not insult, harass, or bully others or engage in other hostile behaviors, including sexual harassment, sexual assault or 
sexual abuse. Abstain from sexual behavior and intimate physical/sexual contact in either public or private situations at an MSU 
Extension youth 4-H activity or event.  

6. Be a Team Player. Work cooperatively with all individuals involved in 4-H programs and activities. Be responsive to the 
reasonable requests of the person in charge such as volunteers and staff. Respect the integrity of the group and the group’s 
decisions.  

7. Humane Treatment of Animals. Treat animals humanely and provide appropriate animal care.  
8. Participate Fully. Participate in and contribute to planned programs, be on time and follow through on assigned 

tasks/responsibilities in a manner that fosters the safety, well-being, and quality of the educational experience for self and 
others. Have fun!  

 
Washtenaw County 4-H Code of Conduct 

The Washtenaw County 4-H Youth Show expects courteous and orderly conduct by exhibitors and attendants.  
Harassment, profanity or unsportsmanlike conduct toward officials, judges, staff, superintendents, other exhibitors or grounds property 
will not be tolerated. 
When satisfactory evidence has been obtained that a Washtenaw 4-H Youth Show rule(s) has been violated and/or fraud and/or 
deception has occurred in association with exhibiting in the Washtenaw County 4-H Youth Show determined collaboratively by 
Superintendents, the appropriate 4-H governing boards (Livestock & Dairy, Small Animal, Horse, and Still Projects), and 4-H 
staff, any or all of the following actions may be taken: 

1. The exhibit(s) in question shall be disqualified. (Disqualification may be defined as any of the following: removal from show, 
removal from grounds, removal from auction and forfeiture of awards and premiums.) 

2. Any and/or all exhibits at the Youth Show of the exhibitor may be disqualified. (Disqualification may be defined as any of the 
following: removal from show, removal from grounds, removal from auction and forfeiture of awards and premiums.) 

3. All premiums, trophies, awards and/or money won by said exhibitor in any Washtenaw 4-H Youth Show department may be 
withdrawn. 

4. The exhibitor may be asked to perform community service activities or other appropriate actions. 
5. The exhibitor and/or the exhibitor’s family may be barred from participation and/or competition at the Washtenaw 4-H Youth 

Show for a maximum of three (3) years. In addition, anyone participating in a 4-H sponsored activity who is caught in the act of 
theft or vandalism, or caught with illegal drugs, controlled substances or alcohol, or who is involved in other such offenses, shall 
immediately be sent home at his/her own expense. If it is determined by 4-H staff, leaders or persons in charge of the activity 
that the offense warrants it, the offender may be turned over to the proper authorities. 

CODE OF CONDUCT – Washtenaw County 4-H Youth Show Livestock Code of Ethics Care and Grooming 
1. Exhibitors are responsible for complete care of their animals, and to keep the animal, cage, stall, barn, aisle, and wash racks 

clean. Exhibitors must supply their own hoses, buckets, forks, brooms and shovels. 
2. Livestock must be fed and cared for until they are released. 
3. Keeping the exhibit space assignments clean is the responsibility of the exhibitor. In case of failure to do so the Department 

Superintendent may issue a warning, and if the situation is not corrected, the Youth Show may ask that the exhibit be removed, 
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and premiums will be forfeited. Written notes (Red Tags) are considered warnings.  
4. Unethical and inappropriate or otherwise inhumane treatment of animals for show preparation is not acceptable. The exhibit will 

be disqualified if a violation is determined. Exhibitors are expected to groom (brush, wash, blow-out, ect.) their own animals.  
5. Exhibitors, immediate family, or current Washtenaw County 4-H exhibitors are the only ones permitted to trim, clip, groom or fit 

or otherwise prepare the exhibitors livestock project during Youth Show. Individuals other than those listed above will be 
prohibited. No Fitters, coaches, breeders or other professionals are allowed in barns, wash racks, or grooming areas the day of 
the show, and during the show (please see specific species for show day information). The above will be asked to remain in the 
stands until the conclusion of the show. Any violation or infraction will cause disqualification of the exhibit. 
(Disqualification may be defined as any of the following: removal from show, removal from grounds, removal from auction and 
forfeiture of awards and premiums.)  

6. Any exhibitor who has been implicated or found to have violated show ethics at any other local, county, state or 
national show may not be allowed to participate in the Washtenaw County Youth Show. 

7. Criticizing or interfering with the judge, exhibitors, superintendents, sale committees and other show official or other conduct 
detrimental to the exhibition or show will result in disqualification 

Health and Sanitation 
ANY VIOLATION OF THE FOLLOWING RULES WILL AUTOMATICALLY RESULT IN DISQUALIFICATION (Disqualification may be 
defined as any of the following: removal from show, removal from grounds, removal from auction and forfeiture of awards and 
premiums.) 

1. The use of any drug or chemical compound that is not approved by the Food and Drug Administration for use in meat animals is 
prohibited. The illegal administration of approved drugs and compounds is also prohibited. All animals entered in the Youth Show 
are subject to blood, urine and tissue tests by the WFC, MSU Extension office, FDA, and USDA for illegal substances and 
substances that exceed the acceptable levels established by the United States Department of Agriculture, the Food and Drug 
Administration, the Food Animal Residue Avoidance Databank and Environmental Protection Agency. A positive test will result in 
disqualification. The exhibitor shall assume full responsibility for any violation of regulations related to drugs and medications to 
include withdrawal times and the condemnation of carcasses due to drug rule-regulations violations. This includes forfeiture of all 
premiums and market value of the animal. All premiums will be withheld until tests have been completed. Drug testing policy is 
explained in the exhibitor agreement, and procedure is listed. 

2. No one is permitted to give medication to their animal without the approval of a veterinarian or superintendent. 
3. Any attempt to change natural color of an animal, either purebred or crossbred, by changing the color of hair, fleece or skin at 

any point, spot or areas of the animal’s body. False switches are permitted. 
4. Misrepresenting the age of the animal for the class in which it is shown. 
5. Minimizing the effect of campiness by feeding or injecting drugs, depressants or applying packs or using any artificial contrivance 

or therapeutic treatment except normal exercise. 
6. Striking the animal to cause swelling in a depressed area. 
7. Surgery of any kind performed to change the natural contour or appearance of the animal’s body or hide. 
8. Insertion of foreign material under the skin, except for electronic identification tags. 
9. The use of alcoholic beverages in the feed or administered as a drench. 
10. The use of any non-approved chemical or improper use of approved chemical is prohibited. Exhibitors of all animal entries are 

required to comply with manufacturer’s pre-market withdrawal periods specified for any medications, drugs, pesticides, or feed 
additives administered. Any violations will lead to immediate and permanent disqualification from 4-H Youth Show 
participation. 

 
Ownership and Possession of Animal Exhibits 
It is the responsibility of the youth exhibitor (family) to follow all prescribed and accepted livestock exhibiting practices as it pertains to 
when ownership of animals are to occur. Possession means the animal(s) are in the youth exhibitor’s name through written proof of 
ownership by either one of the following:  

1. Bill of sale 
2. Lease agreement or 
3. Purchase agreement  
4. Family owned/raised statement or animal registration papers with exhibitor name and appropriate date acquired and the youth 

is providing at least 75% care of the animal project(s). 
5. For Market Beef, sheep, swine and goat exhibitors: No professional training or care after animals tagging date (feeders will 

be excluded for the health and well-being of beef feeders that are not weaned). The Washtenaw County Youth Show or its 
representative(s) retains the right to inspect any market livestock at the declared address or on your premises after it is tagged 
and registered as a Youth Show market sale animal. 

 
RULES VIOLATIONS PROCEDURES Penalties for Misconduct 
When satisfactory evidence has been obtained that a rule(s) or expectations have been violated and/or fraud and/or deception has 
occurred in association with exhibiting in the Youth Show, any and all of the following actions may be taken. (See National Show Ring 
Code of Ethics and Code of Conduct.) 

1. Should fraud or deception be discovered PRIOR TO FINAL PLACING BY THE JUDGE, the exhibit will be declared ineligible to 
show and the exhibitor will be required to remove the exhibit(s) in question from the fairgrounds. 
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2. Should fraud or deception be discovered AFTER AN EXHIBIT(S) HAS BEEN JUDGED, the placing(s) will be voided, and the 
exhibitor will be required to remove the exhibit(s) in question from the fairgrounds. In the case of fraud or deception discovered 
after MARKET LIVESTOCK OR SMALL ANIMALS have been judged and prior to sale in the appropriate Market Livestock 
Sale, the placing(s) will be voided AND the animal(s) in question not permitted to sell in the sale. The exhibitor may be required 
to remove the market animal(s) in question from the fairgrounds or be subject to isolation by Michigan Department of 
Agriculture. 

3. Should fraud or deception be discovered AFTER A MARKET ANIMAL(S) HAS BEEN SOLD, in the Market Livestock Sale or 
Small Animal Silent Auction, the monies associated as a reward (any monies above the market support price), shall be 
removed from the total sale price of the exhibit and retained by the MSU Extension office as a penalty for the action. The money 
provided the member will be that of the day’s going market value as determined by a joint decision of the involved sale 
committee and the Department Superintendent. Other animals will not be moved up in placing. In case any reward(s) have 
already been awarded, the MSU Extension office and the Washtenaw County Farm Council collectively, will require said 
exhibitor(s) to refund all premiums, trophies, awards, ribbons and/or sale money under the assessed penalty. 

Procedure for Complaints 
Any exhibitor may file a complaint regarding any of the following: conflict of interest of the judge; disqualification of an exhibit or exhibitor; 
group leader, or superintendent behavior; and eligibility of the exhibit.  
Exhibitors, leaders and/or parents compelled to bring a rules violation complaint against a given member(s) will be required to put in 
writing the reasons and alleged grounds for registering the complaint. There is a non-refundable $40 fee to file a Rules Violation 
complaint. Exhibitors are allowed to file a written complaint within 10 days after the end of the 4-H Youth Show. Any member(s) against 
whom a rules violation complaint has been filed, will have the right to read the complaint form. Judging results are final and a 
complaint cannot be filed on results. The MSU Extension office reserves the right to determine whether sufficient evidence exists to 
merit further action.

10. Each exhibitor must own and have been primarily responsible for the care and management of their rabbit at least 110 days prior to 
show. Any other exceptions need to be approved by the superintendent.  

11. No doe and litter exhibits. 
12. Rabbits must be handled to and from judging table by the exhibitor or forfeiture of premiums will occur. 
13. Only animals earning “A” ratings are eligible or can be awarded rosettes. 
14. Exhibitors will be required to furnish feed and water dishes, watering can and feed.  
15. Pen(s) must be cleaned daily. Cages will be red tagged if dirty or animal is not properly cared for. (See Code of Conduct rule 3) 
16. Each club is responsible for providing their own brooms, shovels, and dust pans. 
17. Rabbit barn set-up will be held on the Thursday before Youth Show at 6:00 PM. 
18. No Rabbits can be switched after check-in or during fair week. 
19. Exhibitors, immediate family or current Washtenaw County 4-H exhibitors are the only ones permitted to trim, clip, groom, fit or 

otherwise prepare the exhibitors livestock project during Youth Show. Individuals other than those listed above will be prohibited. No 
Fitters, coaches, breeders or other professionals are allowed in barns, wash racks, or grooming areas from Wednesday at 12:01am till 
the conclusion of the show.  Any violation or infraction will cause disqualification of the exhibit. (see Washtenaw county code of conduct 
rule #5 under ethics, care and grooming)

2. In addition to the rules regarding number of animals above (5&6), each rabbit exhibitor will be allowed two market classes. Market 

class consist of:  
a. Meat Pen, (three (3) meat rabbits NOT over 70 days of age and weighing 3.5 to 5.5 pounds)  
b. and/or one single fryer (3.5 to 5.5 pounds, ARBA Standard 70 days),  
c. and/or one Roaster under 6 months of age and weighing more than 5 pounds and under 8 pounds.  

3. Meat pen and single fryer projects must be in the possession of the exhibitor by 110 days prior to show date. Dam of litter and 
Roasters must be in exhibitor’s possession by June 1.  

4. All market rabbit pens will be permanently tattooed in the right ear at check in. 
5. Market class entries are to be shown only in one market class and cannot be shown in other breed classes, meat pen/fryer/or 

roaster may be used for showmanship. 
6. All qualifying market class rabbits will be sold in the livestock auction on Thursday evening. Any market class rabbits receiving a C 

ribbon will be deemed disqualified and unable to be sold in the auction.

Superintendents: 4-H Horse Board Youth and Adult Advisors 

General Rules: 
See Exhibitor Code of Conduct and General 4-H Youth Show Rules 

1. Each exhibitor, their parents/guardians and their guests are responsible to read and understand the rules set 
forth in each 4-H rule book. 

2. The Washtenaw County 4-H Youth Show follows Michigan 4-H Horse & Pony Project Show Rules & 
Regulations.  
 

3. Rules not specified in either location follow the guidance of the United States Equine Federation 
Rulebook. 

4. Exhibitors, parents/guardians and guests will comply with the Michigan 4-H Code of Conduct as well as the Washtenaw 
County 4-H Code of Conduct. Penalty for violation may be up to three years suspension from youth show as stated in the 
code of conduct.( see pages 13-14) 

5. Questions or concerns should be brought to the Horse Board at the monthly 4-H Horse Association meetings. 
6. The 4-H fair officially begins on Sunday at 10:00 am and ends at 9:00 pm on Friday evening. Horses will be dismissed by 

barn Superintendent at 9:00pm at the earliest.  
7. All early removal of equine exhibits will require Horse Board approval. A violation of this rule will result in forfeiture of 
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placings, ribbons, trophies and an exhibitor ban for up to 3 years. (See section titled Emergencies, Late Arrivals and Early 
Releases for more information) 

8. All clubs and independent exhibitors are required to keep barns, stalls, tack, picnic area and wash rack clean and 
organized. 

9. Food is not allowed in the barns. 
10. Club picnic areas CAN NOT block water hydrants or be within 50 feet of the animal barns and tents. 
11. Decorations must remain in place until Saturday morning teardown. Decorations deemed inappropriate by the Horse 

Board need to be removed immediately. Tack and ribbons may be removed Friday night. 
12. Each stall is required to have a fan. Fans must be attached to the outside of the stall.  
13. Two 5-gallon water buckets are required per horse.  
14. 4-H Youth Show Equine Schedule (subject to change): 

a. Sunday: show starts at 10:00am.  
b. Monday, Wednesday, Thursday and Friday: show starts at 9:00am.  
c. Tuesday: show starts at 8:00am 
d. Color Guard: 5:30pm each evening 
e. Championships: 6:00pm each evening 

15. Lunch break will be at the time and discretion of the judge. Exhibitors are responsible for listening for appropriate 
announcements concerning this break and the restart times. Failures of the PA system do not justify missing a class. 

16. Exhibitors who miss their class or split will not be allowed to enter another class or split.  
a. The only exception is showmanship with horse board approval. 

 
Participation Guideline 

1. All clubs/independents are required to participate in the following: 
A.  Stall assembly and arena prep pre-Youth Show meeting on the hill, scheduled the Thursday prior to haul-in.  
B. Saturday Set-up, scheduled the Saturday prior to haul-in  
C. Mandatory Exhibitors meeting scheduled the Saturday prior to haul in at 11:00am 
D. Fair Clean-Up, Saturday morning after the conclusion of fair.  
E. Closing ceremony and presentation of special awards will follow fair clean up 

2. Stall assembly Saturdays Set-up, Fair Clean-up, and assigned Volunteer hours are required for each Club/Independent. 
Clubs/Independents will be assigned various duties throughout the week. If a club is unable to perform a duty and has not 
made the effort to trade with another club, the Horse Board may impose penalties. If this is a late offense (i.e. occurring on 
Thursday or Friday), penalties may carry over to the following year. These may include: 

A. 1st offense club loses herdsmanship rights. 
B. 2nd offense club loses championships for that day (or following day). 
C. 3rd offense club cannot show for the remainder of the day (or following day). 

Registration Deadlines 
1. Forms and payment may be turned into Club Leaders, at the April Horse Association Meeting or the MSU Extension 

office. (NO HORSE/PONY PROJECT IDENTIFICATION FORMS WILL BE ACCEPTED AFTER MAY 1ST.) 
A. The following are due by May 1st: 

1) Horse/Pony Project Identification Form (known as May 1st Forms, which include the following) 
• Horse/Pony Project Identification Form. 
• Backup Project (optional): emergency changes are addressed in section titled project changes. 
• Special Stall Requests (optional) 
• Trailer parking information 

2) Coggins. A valid Coggins must be submitted for all horses. 
3)  Horse and Pony Registration Payment 

B. If Coggins is not received by May 1st, the following will occur: 
1) Coggins received between May 1st & June 23rd will incur a $10 fee 
2) Coggins received after June 23rd will incur a $20 fee. 

• NO COGGINS WILL BE ACCEPTED AFTER JUNE 23RD. 
3) Late fees MUST be paid by cash or check (payable to Washtenaw County 4-H Horse Leaders 

Association) and submitted or mailed to MSU Extension office 705 N Zeeb Rd PO box 8645 Ann 
arbor Mi 48107 

4) Exhibitors with an outstanding balance or who do not have the correct paperwork on file by JUNE 
23RD will not be allowed to participate at the Youth Show. 

2. Class Registration: (Please see Page 7 for requirements regarding registration in 4-H online and Fair Entry.) Exhibitors 
will sign up for classes online (FairEntry.com). Once registration closes, classes cannot be added. 
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Helmets 
1. Helmets must be ASTM/SEI approved. 
2. Chin strap must be tight to prevent helmet from moving/slipping. 
3. Riders age 9 and under must wear a helmet regardless of class.  
4. Helmets are encouraged for all classes. Helmets are required in all Hunt Seat (over fences, on the flat, and bareback), 

English dressage, Western bareback, Saddle Seat, English seated English/Western riding pattern, and gymkhana 
classes. 

5. Riders must wear a helmet outside of the show ring unless they are about to enter a helmet optional class. 
 
Equine Health Requirements and Vet Check 
Please refer to general 4-H youth show rules for MDARD requirements ( page 16 ) 

1. No equine will be permitted without a current negative Coggins test. 
2. Vet Check (Exhibitor Agreement, temperature check and lameness exam) 

a. REQUIRED for all horses, including Sunday Only 
b. Horses must pass the vet check and receive a stall card prior to entering the barns.  
c. Horses must remain in the trailer until they enter the Vet Check area and leg wraps must be removed. 
d. An Exhibitor Agreement form must be submitted with the Horse/Pony Project identification forms ( May 1st form) by 

May 1st. Any missing paperwork will result in being denied entrance to the Youth Show. Vet Check staff does 
not provide extra copies of the form.  

e. Driver must remain with trailer and must immediately park in designated area upon completion of Vet Check 
3. All animals on therapeutic medication must declare medications in the Exhibitors Agreement. The form must indicate 

name of drug(s), purpose of treatment, if it will continued to be administered during the 4-H Youth Show and/or the last 
date administered  

4. It is strongly recommended that all equine be immunized against all equine diseases, in accordance with good animal 
husbandry guidelines, as recommended by your veterinarian. 

5. Each horse will receive a stall card upon completion of Vet Check. Card must be completed and securely attached to the 
front of the stall no later than Sunday at 9:00pm. Stall card must be visible for the duration of fair. 

6. Animal health concerns must be brought to a Superintendent immediately 
 
Interactions with Judges, Staff and Volunteers: 
See Washtenaw County 4-H code of conduct (page 13-14) 

1. The Washtenaw County 4-H Youth Show expects courteous and orderly conduct by exhibitors and attendants.  
2. Harassment, profanity or unsportsmanlike conduct toward officials, judges, staff, superintendents, other exhibitors or 

grounds property will not be tolerated 
3. ONLY horse board members, ring stewards and Extension Staff may approach a judge. 
4. During a class, only superintendents and authorized personnel are allowed in the arena. 

 
Parking and Camping 

1. Trailer parking is limited. Each club will receive one space near the barn, to be used as a club feed/tack trailer.  
2. Clubs/exhibitors wishing to bring an additional trailer must request a permit on the Horse and Pony Identification form 

(May 1st Form). 
a. Permits will be granted based on availability and first come first serve basis 
b. Late requests will be considered after all other requests have been fulfilled.  
c. Additional trailer parking is available in the field south of the fairgrounds 

3. Each trailer must have a visible sign indicating the owner’s name and club. 
4. All parking concerns must be voiced to the club leader NOT the parking superintendent.  

a. Exhibitors or parents/guardians should not approach the parking superintendent. Leaders must bring concerns to 
the Horse Board. 

5. Trailer parking permits will only be issued to horse trailers. No parking permits will be used for motor homes, vehicles, or 
campers. Motor homes and campers should not be parked in horse trailer spaces. 

6. Camping is handled through the Washtenaw Farm Council grounds. Please see June newsletter for more information.  
7. Vehicles must be parked in your assigned trailer spot or designated areas only. 
8. No parking between or next to barns/tents. 

 
Equine Rules, Exercising Equines & Permissible Activities: 

1. Only registered Exhibitors are allowed to ride on the fairgrounds during Fair (except for the alumni class). 
2. Exhibitors should only ride their own project animal. Exceptions are made for members within the same club, with leader 

AND parent/guardian approval. Violations are considered unsportsmanlike.  
3. Consequences for behavior deemed unsportsmanlike is listed in the Washtenaw County 4-H Code of Conduct(see page 

14). 
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4. Parents and leaders can be used as “hitching posts” or assist in cases of safety or emergency, such as checking girth, 
bridle, or adjusting the saddle. Safety checks are strongly encouraged.  

5. Parents, leaders and other exhibitors (over the age of 13) may provide extra assistance to lead-line, walk- trot, protégé and 
PEP exhibitors. However, exhibitors are encouraged to do as much as possible unassisted. 

6. Participants receiving coaching while in the show ring may be dismissed at the judge’s discretion. Coaching is defined as 
communication of any type to participants in the show ring.  

7. Only authorized personnel are allowed on the rail or at the gates. 
8. In general, all barn duties should performed by exhibitors. Exceptions can be made for safety tasks such as turning on 

fans and filling water buckets.   
9. Equines are to be exercised only in the following designated areas: 

a. The warm up ring be limited to those participants that will be competing in the next five (5) classes. 
•  Ring 1 (large arena)  
•  Ring 2 (small arena) may only be used during designated times, which will be announced.  

10. The south field may NOT be used at any time, even for the purpose of grazing per the Washtenaw County Farm Council.  
11. At no time may an equine go west of Barn B (covered arena), south of the barns, by the spectator stands, or into the 

grassy spectator area. 
12. At no time may horses exit barns through the South Doors (towards the parking lot). At no time are horses permitted in 

parking area. 
13. No free lunging is permitted anywhere on the fairgrounds. 
14. All horses must be stalled by 9 PM unless participating in a class. All horses must be stalled 60 minutes following the 

conclusion of the show.  
15. All horses are to be tacked in their stalls, not in the aisleways.  

 
Exhibitor/Horse Age Requirements and Height Definitions 

1. Exhibitor’s 4-H age is as of January 1st of the program year.  
A.  

Age Show Schedule Divisions 
16-19 Full Week Senior 
13-15 Full Week Intermediate 
10-12 Full Week Junior 
10-19  Full Week Walk-Trot 
7-9 Sunday Only Walk-Trot 
7-8  Sunday Only Protégé/Cloverbud

2. Exhibitors in the Lead-Line and Protégé/Cloverbud divisions will be awarded Participation Ribbons only(see Cloverbud 

section on page 11-12) 
3. Exhibitors in the "Walk Trot (Age 10-19)" division may only enter Walk Trot classes. They are not eligible for classes in 

any other division, even within same age group. 
4. Walk-trot-canter exhibitors are not allowed to ride in walk-trot classes. 
5. Exhibitors who are 10-12 years of age and who are in their 1st year of showing All Week, may participate in a 

maximum of fifteen (15) classes. 
A. Fitting and Showing and Horsemanship Basics count towards total classes. 
B. Costume and fun classes do not count towards total classes. 
C. 15 class maximum is per rider, not per horse.  

6. Horse’s ages are based on the calendar year they were foaled. 
7. Ponies must measure less than or equal to 56” in height at the withers. 
8. Shod ponies will be allowed one half inch for the thickness of the shoes. 
9. Miniature horses must measure 38” or less at the last few hairs of the mane. 
 

Shared Horses 
1. Only two All Week exhibitors may share one project animal. 
2. Horses used for a Sunday Only rider (Protégé, Lead-line, PEP or Sunday Walk/Trot) does not constitute a shared horse. 
3. Exhibitors showing the same horse may enter the same rail class only if the class is split. Split classes occur when the 

number of riders in a single class is greater than 16 or at the discretion of the judge. 
4. A shared horse can show in a maximum of 35 classes during the week (excluding championships). 
5. In the event that both exhibitors qualify for the same championship class, the exhibitor in the older division will be given 

priority. If both riders are in the same division, the older rider will be given priority. 
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Project Changes 
1. If death, a disabling injury, sickness, major safety issue, or loss of lease occurs to the primary project animal after the 

registration process is completed (May 1st), a request for a new project animal may be submitted to the Horse Board. 
2. A project change cannot be requested due to the purchase of a new horse after the May 1st deadline. 
3. Youth must present their project change request at a monthly Horse Association Meeting, but no later than stall 

assembly/arena prep pre-Youth show meeting on the hill. 
4. The project change request must be accompanied by: 

A. A signed note from a large animal Veterinarian stating why a project change needs to occur. 
B. A new Horse/Pony Identification form (May 1st form). 
C. Valid Coggins 

5. Applicant for a project change may enlist the assistance of a fellow 4-H member, a leader or parent to present the change 
request. 

6. Project changes occurring after the July Horse Board meeting will be considered at the discretion of the Horse Board. 
7. Backup Horse 

A. Backup horse is not required to be used as the primary horse. Exhibitors may request a new primary horse 
following the standard Project Change procedures above. 

B. If the backup horse listed on Horse/Pony Identification form (May 1st form) becomes the primary horse, no further 
documentation is required. 

8. If a Project Change is approved or backup horse is used as primary, registered classes will remain the same. Classes can 
be dropped but classes cannot be added or changed. Exceptions for stock, non-stock and pony/mini classes. 

 
Emergencies, Late Arrivals and Early Releases 

1. LATE Arrivals: the 4-H Horse Board must pre-approve all requests for late arrivals. 
A. Late arrival is defined as arrival after 4pm on Sunday. 
B. Pre-approval must be brought, in writing, to a monthly Horse Association Meeting for Board review. Written 

justification must include Club Leader, parent and exhibitor signatures. 
C. Board members have the right to deny any request and Board decision is final. 
D. All late arrivals must still pass the standard Vet Check prior to entering the barn. If the 4-H veterinarian is no longer 

at Vet Check, exhibitors will be required to arrange a veterinarian to complete Vet Check. 
• Vet Check must be performed on Fairground property. 
• All cost incurred will be covered by exhibitors.  
• Superintendent and 4-H program coordinator must be present. 

2. EARLY Releases: the 4-H Horse Board must pre-approve all non-emergent requests for early release. 
A. Early haul out is defined as before the official end of Fair (9pm Friday) 
B. Pre-approval must be brought, in writing, to a Horse Association Meeting for Board review. Written justification must 

include Club Leader, parent and exhibitor signatures. 
3. EMERGENCY Early Release 

A. Emergencies must be brought to a Superintendent immediately. 
B. Emergency Release must be approved by the Horse Board (minimally Superintendent and 2 Board members) 

PRIOR to the horse leaving the fairgrounds. 
C. A signed Release Form must be submitted to the secretary stand. Signatures must include the Superintendent, 

county coordinator, approving board members, Exhibitor and Club Leader. 
D. Removal without or prior to Board approval, will result in Exhibitor forfeiting class premiums, ribbons, trophies, 

and awards earned during the week. All ribbons/trophies/awards must be returned to the 4H Office (Zeeb Rd) 
immediately. Additionally, Exhibitor will be prohibited from participating in the 4H Youth Horse Show for up to 3 
years (Board discretion).  

E. Emergency releases will only be allowed for serious safety or medical reasons. Medical emergencies require 
verification by a veterinarian. 

 

Definitions 
1. PEP (Proud Equestrian Program): Riders with disabilities.  

A. Available for riders ages 7-19.  
B. Riders will show Sunday only.  

2. Protégé/Cloverbud: 4-H members that are ages 5-7 please see cloverbud section (page 11&12) 
3. Halter classes are judged based on the confirmation and cleanliness of the horse according to breed standards. Horses 

show in halter at a walk and trot. Judge will ask for the horse to walk past them and trot away; the horse turns 90 degrees 
making an “L” and continues to trot into the lineup. This allows the judge to view the movement from the front, back, and 
side. Halter classes are separate from Showmanship classes. 

4. Horsemanship Basics: This is an alternative to a standard Fitting and Showing class. 
A. This is an “in-hand” class (Fitting and Showing) however the horse should be fully tacked. 
B. Exhibitor must be in full riding attire. 
C. Rider’s attire and tack must be of the same discipline. 
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D. Judge may ask questions of the exhibitor.  
E. Class is not placed and does not qualify for Championships. 

5. Ranch Riding is a pattern class for forward moving western horses. 
6. English/Western Riding Pattern 

A. Classes are divided by age division and flying vs simple lead changes. 
B. Class may be ridden English or western. 

7. Stock vs Non-Stock Horse (pleasure classes) 
A. Not breed specific.  

Stock Horse: typically defined as having a more powerful build, muscled hindquarters, larger head. Non-Stock Horse: 
typically defined as having a narrower frame, finer features and head 

 

REQUIRED CLASSES AND CLASS CHANGES: 
1. Fitting and Showing OR Horsemanship Basics:  

A. Required: All Exhibitors must exhibit each project animal in a Fitting and Showing class OR Horsemanship Basics 
on Monday in order for that animal to be eligible for any other class. 

B. If you are exhibiting more than one animal, you may not show both animals in the same class.  
C. Halter classes do not satisfy this requirement. 
D. If an exhibitor misses or is not registered for Fitting and Showing or Horsemanship Basics, exhibitor must 

immediately contact their club leader. Club leader should notify the Horse Board immediately to get approval for 
exhibitor to participate in class 1123 (Fitting and Showing Exhibition: Board Approved).  

E. Exhibitor may only show one project animal in Championships. If both project animals qualify, exhibitor must 
choose one project animal to participate. 

2. Any class changes must be made by 12:00pm Saturday (day before the official start of fair).  
A. Changes include incorrect age divisions and stock/nonstock 
B. Classes cannot be added.  
C. Changes requested after 12pm on Saturday will be at the discretion of the board. 

3. Scratches forms must be signed by Exhibitor. Scratches CANNOT be undone. 
 

Specific Class Rules 
1. Rules regarding clothing, equipment, and judging of classes will be governed by the most recent edition of the 4-H Horse 

& Pony Project Show Rules and Regulations. 
2. Ribbons may only be picked up while the show is in session. They will not be distributed during the lunch break. 
3. All regular classes, except for Horsemanship Basics Classes, will be placed to eight (8). 
4. Splits  

A. All classes (with the exception of fitting and showing and versatility) will be split at 16 exhibitors or at judges 
discretion. 

B. Halter Classes: class splits will be determined based on horse’s gender (mare class and gelding class). 
C. If you are exhibiting more than one animal, you may not enter both animals in the same rail class, even if 

the class is split. 
D. Classes that have been combined or split will be announced at various times throughout the show. It is the 

exhibitor’s responsibility to listen to announcements and to know their split. 
E. Exhibitors who miss their class or split will not be allowed to enter another class or split.  

5. Patterns 
A. All Equitation Classes (age 13 and up) will have a pattern unless otherwise noted or at the judge’s discretion.  
B. Championships/Grand Championships classes: all exhibitors will be expected to perform a pattern regardless of 

age. 
C. Patterns will be released with exhibitor packets at the stall assembly/arena prep pre-Youth show meeting on the 

hill, scheduled the Thursday prior to haul-in.  Patterns will also be posted the day of the class on the board by the 
announcers booth. 

6. Over Fences (Jumping) and Mini Horse Hunter/Jumper  
A. A MANDATORY MEETING WILL BE HELD BEFORE THE START OF JUMPING WARMUP. 
B. Exhibitor/horse combo must select ONLY ONE height division.  
C. Jumping will be ridden in English tack  
D. Only exhibitors participating in a jumping class will be permitted to school over fences. 
E. Exhibitors must have a club leader, trainer or parent/guardian supervising their warmup time.  
F. EXCESSIVE COACHING WILL NOT BE ALLOWED during warm up time. 
G. Adult supervisors and coaches must follow the rules outlined above and in the mandatory meeting or the youth 

being coached will be disqualified. 
H. Each height division will have scheduled warm up time.  
I. Ground poles are only open to week long walk trot exhibitors regardless of age. 
J. At the discretion of the judge, riders in back-to-back classes may be asked to ride classes consecutively. Rider has 

the option to request otherwise prior to entering the ring. 
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7. Versatility 
A. Open to exhibitors ages 13 years and up.  
B. A mandatory meeting will take place at the Announcers Stand immediately before each Versatility Class. All 

Versatility participants, helpers, ring stewards, announcers and the judge must attend the meeting prior to each 
Versatility Competition. 

C. Team and Club Versatility alternate by year. Team Versatility occurs on odd years, and Club Versatility occurs on 
even years. 

D. English Pleasure and Western Pleasure portion will include rail work (both directions). 
E. Team, Club and Individual Versatility will be placed to 8th and receive rosettes. 
F. Team/Club Versatility (Wednesday Night)Teams are made up of three individuals, and their own project horse. 

• One horse/rider combo will ride a single seat (English, western and gymkhana). No tack changes are necessary. 
• Each exhibitor will enter the ring mounted. 
• Teams may choose to assign one runner/groom to assist the team. Runner/groom must also be at least 13 

years old.  
• The class is broken into three scoring sections, equally weighted at 33.3% of final score:  

• English Pleasure 
• Western Pleasure 
• Gymkhana 

G. Individual Versatility (Tuesday Night) 
• All tack and clothing changes are to be made in the ring.  
• At the beginning of the tack change, all equipment must be available in the ring. 
• At least one, but not more than two, appropriately dressed grooms (exhibitors) are permitted in the ring to 

carry tack and/or hold the equine. Grooms must be at least 13 years old and a registered 4-H club member.   
• Grooms must be fully dressed in a discipline of their choosing with exception of hunt coats. Grooms may wear 

long sleeve shirt instead of coats. 
• There will be a 5-minute time limit for changes. If you exceed the time limit there will be a 5 second time 

penalty added to the gymkhana time. 
• The class is broken into four scoring sections, equally weighted at 25% of final score:  

• English Pleasure 
• Western Pleasure 
• Gymkhana 
• Grooms/Handlers/Safety 

• Exhibitors must participate in all three sections 
8. Dressage 

A. Riders are permitted to ride a maximum of two tests, per project animal, regardless of day or seat chosen. 
B. Exhibitors must ride at least one dressage test in order to compete in dressage equitation (rail) classes. 
C. Walk/trot/canter exhibitors are allowed to participate in Introductory Level Test A and B. 
D. Exhibitors are pre-assigned ride times. If there is a conflict between classes and ride times, contact the dressage 

check-in person as soon as possible. Exhibitors MUST make arrangements to change assigned ride times before 
the scheduled ride time. 

E. A no-show with no communication will be considered a scratch. 
9. Trail 

A. Exhibitors may walk the course, without their equine project, prior to the trail start time. 
B. Trail obstacles are NOT to be practiced, on horseback, at the fairgrounds. This will result in disqualification from the 

class. 
10. Fun Classes 

A. Fun classes are not placed and are offered as time allows between the regular class schedule and championship 
classes. 

B. No participation ribbons or awards will be provided. 
C. Listen for announcements as fun classes are determined. No sign up is necessary. 
D. Fun classes will be announced daily at the discretion of the board. 

11. Alumni Class: Class registration occurs at the secretary stand throughout the week of fair.  
A. Includes a rail class and down and back.  
B. Alumni are considered a former member of 4-H who is 20 years old and older. 
C. Alumni are permitted to warmup starting 1 hour prior to the alumni class. 
D. Helmet requirements for the alumni class follow the standard rules set in the above HELMETS section. 
E. Alumni do not have to participate on both the rail and gymkhana class.  

 
12. Championships 

A. First, second and third place riders in eligible classes are expected to participate in championships.  
B. Showing in championships is considered an honor and scratching is discouraged. Scratched championship classes 

must be done by 4:00 pm, so the fourth-place exhibitor from the class can be invited to participate in 
championships. The invitation will not be extended to the fifth-place rider or further places down the line.  

C. Walk-trot exhibitors are not eligible for championship classes. 
D. All Championship equitation classes will have a pattern, regardless of age. 
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13. Gymkhana 
A. A mandatory tack inspection will be held 30 minutes prior to the start of gymkhana for the judge to approve tack. 

Horses must be saddled but bridle must be carried in-hand in order for the judge to approve the bit.  
B. Rider’s pants and boots must match seat ridden.  
C. All riders must have long sleeves. Shirts must match discipline ridden or be club specific.  
D. Speed and Action is offered only on odd numbered years, Keyhole is run on even years. 
E. Horses must enter the arena in a controlled manner. Disqualification is at judge’s discretion. 
F. Horses who touch the fence or gate will be disqualified. 
G. Gate must be closed before timer is crossed. 
H. Riders must dismount before exiting arena. 
I.     Gymkhana Finals: First and second place riders from each age division move on to Finals. All age divisions are 

combined. Placings go toward Gymkhana Grand Champion award. Rosettes not awarded. 
J. Grand Champion Gymkhana: awarded to the rider using the standard high point scale. In the event of a tie, times 

from all 4 events will be combined and the rider with the lowest time will be deemed the Grand Champion. Grand 
Champion and Reserve Champion receive a trophy and neck ribbon. Rosettes not awarded. 

14. Club Fitting and Showing 
A. Class will follow Showmanship Grand Championships.  
B. Teams will consists of three riders from the same club. A club can have multiple teams.  
C. All must be dressed in full attire (team members do not have to wear same discipline) and must do the pattern 

together in unison. 
D. Independents cannot enter Club Fitting and Showing. 

15. Other Club Classes 
A. Independents are not eligible to participate in Club Classes. 
B. These classes are housed in department 71 (Club Education Exhibits) and 72 (Original Works & Exhibits).  

• CLUB HERDSMANSHIP: Class #2696. 
• OVER ALL CLUB DISPLAY (CRAFT EXHIBIT TABLE): Class #2680 or #2681. 
• CLUB EDUCATIONAL EXHIBIT: Department 71/Class 2667 or Department 72/Class 2854. 

C. Make sure to review any specific rules/instructions listed with dept 71/72. 
D. Club classes can only be entered by club leaders.

Special Awards will be presented on Saturday at the closing ceremony following clean up, except for the Ray Girbach Award, which is 
presented on Monday evening following Fitting and Showing Grand Championships.

3. All livestock clubs are required to attend at least two (2) livestock and dairy committee meetings or two small animal subcommittee 

meetings per year to be eligible for herdsmanship. Horse clubs must attend at least two (2) horse association meetings per year 
to be eligible for herdsmanship. Clubs will be awarded additional points for each meeting of which their club is represented 
throughout the year. 2 points if a youth is in attendance, 1 point if an adult (but no youth) is in attendance.  

4. Judging will be done daily and each club will be evaluated in the following categories:  
a. Cleanliness of Exhibit:  

i. Cleanliness of animals/Cleanliness of stall, pen or cage  
ii. Cleanliness of tack area and orderly storage of supplies  
iii. Cleanliness of aisle, no loose straw-woodchips, Possible of 6 points total  

b. General:  
i. Gates and decorations appropriate and neat, 1 point  
ii. Club signs/name visible and readable, 1 point  
iii. Individual exhibitor signs/names visible and readable, 1 point

Ineligible animals: Wild-caught, non-domestic animals-rehabilitation projects under guidance of certified rehabilitation experts can 
submit an educational exhibits or record books, but such animals are not pets and not suitable for show. No pregnant or nursing animals 
may be exhibited. No animals in poor health or with injuries may be exhibited. No venomous or vicious animals may be exhibited. 
 
RULES: 

1. Each exhibitor must own and have been primarily responsible for the care of their animal(s) for at least 90 days. 
2. Exhibitor must be present for judging. In cases where transport or showing of the animal poses a risk to the health or safety of 

the animal (i.e., aquarium fish) the exhibitor may, with advance permission of the superintendent, submit a short video (1 min.) 
in which they “virtually show” the animal as they would present it to the judge. Otherwise, animals should be present for judging. 

3. Exhibitors should present a neat appearance which does not distract from the animal shown and which is suitable for handling 
the species shown (e.g., with most small animal species a lab coat or long-sleeved white top is advised, no loose long hair or 
jewelry). 

4. For the safety of all participants, all animals must be kept secured in a suitable cage/carrier and removed by the owner ONLY if 
the judge requests it. Exhibitors may decline to remove an animal from a carrier if they believe it poses a safety risk to do so. 
The judge may ask exhibitors to demonstrate proper handling or ask questions about the care, showing and other species-
specific information.

2. Items submitted in the entrepreneurship project may not be exhibited in any other class, i.e. an exhibitor may exhibit jewelry in 

the jewelry class and exhibit a piece of jewelry in the entrepreneurship class also: however, they may not use the same item 
under two different classes; they will need to make two items, one for each class. 

3. A project sheet (available online or at the 4-H office) and index card (no name on index card) must be filled out and accompany 
the project at the time of judging. The project sheet explains how the project was made, the cost, time spent on the project, and 
lessons learned while making the project. Members must write a 2 or 3 sentence marketing description of the project on an 
index card to accompany the project at judging and on display. 

4. 4-H member entering project in the entrepreneurship category needs to sign at table in building A on Sunday for 2 time slots 
during week of fair, to help sell all the entrepreneurship projects. 4-H member will assist in maintaining the bidder’s number 
information and keeping the entrepreneurship area clean. Time slots will be on a first come first serve basis. 

5. 4-H member will need to create a poster to advertise the entrepreneurship projects. The posters will be hung up around the 
fairgrounds to advertise the silent auction. 

Silent Auction in conjunction with the Entrepreneurship Project 
1. Members will/must have their Entrepreneurship Project exhibited in the Entrepreneur Project area of Building “A” after  
2. Project will remain on exhibit in the specific area throughout the week along with their report. 
3. Members will set a minimum price that they will accept for their project and that minimum amount will be posted on their silent 

auction form which will accompany the project on display. 
4. Bids may be entered until Thursday, the week of fair at 7:00 PM. 
5. Bidders will be notified if they are the final bidder by Noon on Friday, the week of fair. 
6. Bidders must remit payment for the purchased project between close of auction Thursday and 7 PM on Friday of fair week.

4-H YOUTH SHOW GLOSSARY 

1. Best of Show - Best exhibit of that particular class section or division. 
2. Showmanship - Presentation of animal judging is 90% on youth and how they prepare animal, 10% on animal. 
3. Block Building or Exhibit Building A - Area of non-livestock exhibits. 
4. Honor Ribbons - top ribbon award of a project. Honor ribbons are given to those projects that go above and beyond. Only those 

projects that receive a blue ribbon may be considered for an honor ribbon. 
5. Rate-of-Gain the increase in weight of an animal averaged daily, such as 2 pounds/day, from spring weigh-in to fair. 
6. Champion - Best of class or breed. 
7. Grand Champion - Best of species or best of all breeds in that division. Also, this is a champion animal. 
8. Reserve Grand Champion - Second best to grand champion. This can be a champion or reserve champion. 
9. Sweepstakes Showmanship - top showmanship person in round robin competition show. 
10. Club Display - each member of a club exhibits all projects together in an assigned area. 
11. Personal Portfolio - a notebook that contains a youth’s evaluation sheets and project information to illustrate project growth over 

the years in skills, knowledge and talent. 
12. Pocket Pets - Mice, hamsters, gerbils, guinea pigs, rats. 
13. Supreme Award - Best overall female cattle (beef and dairy).
