Buyers will have the option to resell sheep, goats, beef and feeder calves through Napoleon
Livestock or UPI Manchester. If you choose the support price, the amount you are required to pay
will be reduced.

Example: If you purchase a 250 Ibs. hog for $1.00 per pound, your cost will be $250.00, but if the
animal has a posted support price of $.50 per pound and you decide to ship and resell at one of the
designated livestock yards, your cost is $125.00 (250Ibs. x $.50).Trucking to the processor is
provided free of charge.

For buyers who choose to resell beef or feeders, or for buyers that designate a resale yard other
than the designated “support price” location, buyers will pay the entire amount up front and will be
reimbursed directly by the livestock yard after the animal is sold.
